The Southern Colorado Safe Streets Task Force is attempting to locate two wanted street criminals.

Ralph Miera (43) is described as a Hispanic male, 5’11”, 180 pounds, with brown hair and green eyes. Miera,

who was previously on the Safe Streets Program on December 07, 2018, has a no bond warrant for a Parole

Violation which includes Burglary.

Enrique Garcia (22) is described as a Hispanic male, 6’ tall, 165 pounds, with black hair and brown eyes.

Garcia has five warrants. Three of those warrants are for Failure to Appear which include the following

charges: Traffic Offense x2, Speeding, Driving Under Restraint x2, License Plate Improper Attached or not

Visible, Damage Property, Criminal Mischief and Reckless Endangerment. His fourth warrant is for Robbery,

and his fifth warrant is a no bond warrant for a Parole Violation which includes Larceny. His total bond

amount is $51,000.
