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On May 31, 2022, Pueblo Police officers were dispatched to the 3000 block of N. Elizabeth on the 

report of a welfare check. Upon finding a deceased female, detectives began an initial investigation 

surrounding the suspicious death. This incident is now being investigated as a homicide. Pueblo 

Police detectives are continuing to follow up on all leads in this investigation.
