The Pueblo Police Department would like to thank our community for being our eyes and

As we approach the closing of 2022, the Safe Streets Task Force has selected Denise 

Mares and Danny Sisneros again in the hopes that together we can track them down and 

get them off the streets. 

Denise Mares (35) is described as a Hispanic female, 5’02”, 110 pounds, with brown hair 
and brown eyes. Mares has a no bond warrant for a Probation Violation which includes 
Dangerous Drugs. 

Danny Sisneros (26) is described as a Hispanic male, 5’08”, 140 pounds, with brown hair 
and brown eyes. Sisneros has a no bond warrant for Possession of a Weapon by a 
Previous Offender. He has a second warrant for Weapon Offense which includes 
Possession of a Weapon by a Previous Offender and Defaced Firearm Possession. His 
bond is $2,500.
