Homicide Update
Request for Public's Assistance

December 19, 2022

On December 18, 2022, at approximately 8:59 p.m., officers were dispatched to the 2000
block of E 14t St in response to a report of a person not breathing. After the arrival of
police, fire, and AMR the male victim did pass away, and the subsequent immediate
investigation leads detectives to believe this incident is a homicidal action of another.

The Pueblo Police Department is seeking the assistance of our community about this
incident. If you live in the area around E 14" and Troy Ave; and have a surveillance
system on your property or business, we ask that you check that footage for any suspicious
persons or vehicles between the hours of 8 pm and 10 pm.

Unfortunately, there are no descriptions to provide, so any suspicious activity could be
helpful in bringing justice to the family of the deceased.

Additionally, if you have knowledge of any persons that may have been sprayed with OC
Spray (mace) yesterday evening around or after 8pm please inform the Pueblo Police
Department of this information.
